DUŠAN BABIĆ

I was born in Sarajevo in 1942. A married person.

I hold the SarajevoUniversity degree in law and I have graduated from Belgrade-based Journalism School in 1971. In 1996, I was attending a three- month Human Rights Law Program at the Birmingham University, UK, sponsored by the Council of Europe, since it was focused on the European Convention on Human Rights.

I can count on more than three decades of an outstanding media and media related experience. 

The ten post-Dayton years, inter alia, included Federal Ombudsman Office, sponsored by the OSCE in Bosnia-Herzegovina. In 1999 I have joined at the time Independent Media Commission (IMC), now Communications Regulatory Agency (CRA/RAK). Also, I was heading the IMC Mostar Regional Office.

In early 2001 I have joined another project: EU Support to the Common Institutions of the State of Bosnia and Herzegovina, promoting public awareness on activities and outputs of the project (the contractor was GTZ – German Society for Technical Assistance). For that purpose I have developed and successfully implemented the Project Media Strategy, a high profile of media campaigns.

But, most of my post-Dayton years I was acting as media researcher and analyst with the Sarajevo-based Media Plan Institute. My impressive roll of publications include the handbook on how to report human rights abuses. I was contributing many articles for Mediaonline, Southeast  European media journal, a valuable source for all media professionals, researchers and students of journalism. I am regular country contributor for Strasbourg-based European Audiovisual Observatory, and country correspondent for Paris-based Reporters sans frontieres (RSF).

Relevant part of my CV is my particular interest in media legislation issues, in the context of regulation, co-regulation and self-regulation of the media.

I was attending many international media and human rights related conferences, sessions, roundtables, panels or the like gatherings submitting my original papers. E.g., in March 2004, in Warsaw: European Safer Internet Forum, sponsored by the Council of Europe (my paper was dealing with controversies over the Internet regulation), or in Berlin in May 2005: Ethnicity and Mass Media in SEE, organized by Friedrich Ebert  Stiftung, or in Kiev, Ukraine: Conference on Public Broadcasting Service; I was acting as the Council of Europe media expert, since having an extensive knowledge on the PBS.

From November 2003 until December 2005 I was co-ordinating the SEE Stability Pact

Media Task Force Project dealing with three media legislation issues: broadcasting regulation, defamation/libel and FoIA.

In 2003 I was assigned by the OHR in the Board of Governors of the PBS BiH.

In brief, I know the media landscape deeply, not only in my homeland, but in the neighboring countries and in the region too. 

Recently I have joined to the Editorial Board of Ethical Space, the international journal of communication ethics, Leicester-based, UK.

I am fluent in oral and written English.
