2004, May – Seminar in Forensic Psychology, Belgrade

The three day seminar was organized by the Center for Applied Psychology with the Serbian Association of Psychologists. The seminar was hosted by Milan Kostić, who is a specialist in clinical psychology and a forensic psychologist. The aim of the seminar was to familiarize the participants with the objectives of forensic psychology, its basic concepts, the problems of forensic analysis, as well as with the applicability of forensic psychology in Serbia.

2003, March – The Psychology Student Exchange, Slovenia

The exchange was organized by ‘’Transfer’’ (the Association of Students of Psychology) from Novi Sad in cooperation with the Association of Psychology Students from Slovenia. During the exchange, I attended a number of lectures on criminological and forensic psychology.

2002, October - 2003, December – Leadership and Developmental Youth Work (level A), PRONI, Novi Sad

This one year course was organized by nongovernmental organization PRONI – Institute of Social Education in cooperation with School of Education and Communication, Jönköping University, Sweden. It brings to a student 20SCP (Swedish Credit Points).

PRONI began its work in this geographic region in 1996, and has started (also is currently developing) several different projects. The ultimate goal of the course was to by the means of training create such young leaders, who would be capable to conduct youth work in those countries (or their parts) where there is a situation of conflict. The course also encourages personal growth, furthers social education, supports self-esteem and self-acceptance in young people, and promotes tolerance of differences among individuals as well as the acceptance of individual right for a person to have a free choice.

2002, May – Workshop about Workshops, Novi Sad
